Interconnectivity in the Region of Eurasia: Mongolia’s Presence in the SCO (Shanghai
Cooperation Organization)

The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) was formed in 2001 after breakdown of the
socialist system and the Soviet Union as a new form of cooperation between former socialist
countries in Eurasian region. Mongolia joined the SCO in 2005 with an observer member status.
Since 2007, Presidents of Mongolia began to participate every year to the Summit of the heads of
SCO member states. By the initiative of Mongolian President, in 2014 the tripartite format of the
meetings of the leaders of three countries: Russia, China, and Mongolia were established. In June
2016, during the third meeting of the leaders of Russia, China, and Mongolia in Tashkent
(Uzbekistan), “The Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor Program” document was signed.
This program is aiming to develop the infrastructure of three countries, ensuring the competitiveness
of products on the world market, and strengthening the Eurasian integration. The content of this
program is combining the main ideas of Chinese “Belt-Road” megaproject, Russian initiative for
developing of Eurasian economic integration and Mongolian “Steppe Road” project. The main goal
of the “Steppe Road” initiative is to involve Mongolia to become the transit territory for
transportation of natural gas, oil, and other products between Russia and China. In conclusion, the
author gives some comments regarding the issue of full membership status of Mongolia to the
international organization—SCO. Keywords: multi-pillar policy, Shanghai Cooperation
Organization, the tripartite format of the meetings of the leaders of Russia, China, and Mongolia,
Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor Program, “Steppe Road” project initiative Introduction
The Shanghai Cooperation Organization (SCO) was formed in 2001 as a challenge to new changes
occuring on vast Eurasian space after collapse of the socialist system and the Soviet Union. The end
of the Cold War, the emergence of the new international order, the normalization of Chinese-
Russian relations, the rise of terrorism, and other circumstances created the need for search of
mutual understanding between the states of the Eurasian continent, creation of new structures for
dialogue on issues of regional cooperation, global challenges of world politics and international
relations. The original purpose of “Shanghai Five” was the struggle against international terrorism,
nationalistic separatism, and religious extremism. Since life is multifaceted and brings forward new
challenges, in the process of forming the SCO as an international organization, its activities

subsequently covered the spheres of economy and humanitarian aspects. Since January 2004, the

working mechanism, staff, and budget. The SCO is not a military bloc or an open regulatory
conference on security issues, so it occupies an intermediate position. As a new mechanism for
dialogue and cooperation between states, the SCO fulfils its main mission to strengthen stability
and security in a broad space which unites participating states in combating terrorism, separatism,
extremism, drug trafficking, developing economic cooperation, energy space, scientific and cultural
interaction. Therefore, this international organization was formed as an optimal mechanism for
dialogue and development of joint decisions concerning a huge range of tasks. Relations Between
Mongolia and the SCO With the end of the Cold War, fundamental changes have taken place in the
internal situation, politics, and international relations of Mongolia. With the collapse of the world
socialist system and the USSR, Mongolia was given an opportunity to conduct an independent
foreign policy which expressed the fundamental interests of the Mongolian people. The country was
given an opportunity to pursue a balanced policy with regard to neighbouring states, avoid
participation in their bilateral conflicts that do not affect the interests of Mongolia, formulate new
“policy of a third neighbour”, pursue an active foreign policy in international relations, and promote
its own interests. During the Cold War, Mongolia was involved not only in the international
confrontation between the West and East, but also directly involved in ideological first, and then a
direct military conflict between the Soviet Union and China, which had a negative impact on
national security of the country. Since the late 1980s, Soviet-Chinese relations began to normalize
with a positive effect on normalization of Mongolian-Chinese relations. The “Foreign Policy
Concept of Mongolia”, adopted by the country’s parliament in 1994 and updated in 2011, indicates
that the country will adhere to basic principles of peace, openness, multi-pillar policy and
independence. Article 14.1 of the Concept defines the priority objective of the foreign policy of
Mongolia as friendly relations with Russia and China, with which it will pursue a balanced policy
in the spirit of good neighbourly relations and the development of large-scale cooperation. At the
same time, historical traditions and specifics of economic cooperation with these states will be taken
into account. Deepening international relations and cooperation with its two neighbours, Mongolia
is developing relationship of strategic cooperation with Russia since 2009 and with China since
2011. Adhering to the principles of openness and multi-pillar policy, Mongolia expressed desire to
cooperate with the SCO, in which two great neighbours of our country play a big role: the Russian

Federation and People’s Republic of China. In June 2004, at the Summit of heads of SCO member
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states in Tashkent (Uzbekistan), the organization expanded accepting Mongolia as a new member
with observer status. It’s remarkable that our country became first member-state with observer
status in history of SCO. In 2005, at the Fifth Summit of the SCO heads of state in Astana
(Kazakhstan), the Declaration of the heads of SCO member states was signed recording further
consolidation of efforts and strengthening of coordination, which expressed the desire of SCO for
expansion and improvement of its activities. Starting from this Summit on, delegation of
Mongolia’s representatives began for the first time to participate in the annual meetings of the SCO
as an observer country. This participation was a clear expression of deep interest of our country in
active engagement in the process of political and economic cooperation of the SCO member
countries which later allowed expansion of Mongolia’s relations with Central Asian countries. Since
the start of permanent involvement in the activities of the SCO, Mongolia has been paying great
attention INTERCONNECTIVITY IN THE REGION OF EURASIA 321 to improving relations
between the SCO member states and observer countries, seeking ways and opportunities to expand
cooperation with the SCO member states. From this position, Mongolia expresses its gratitude to
all members of SCO for understanding of the observer-state’s position regarding development of
trade and economic cooperation with the countries of the SCO on a mutually beneficial basis. It
should be noted that the SCO observer-states are entitled to participate in the meetings of the
Ministers and the heads of the SCO member states, because the SCO Secretariat invites Mongolian
delegation to participate in such meetings and other events. This opens up new opportunities for
Mongolia to establish business contacts at various levels of cooperation, to obtain necessary
information for promotion of a permanent mechanism of interaction. Here we can give a detailed
example. The SCO supported Mongolia’s initiative to hold a regular meeting of the SCO Business
Council in Mongolia’s capital Ulan Bator. A regular meeting of the SCO Business Council was held
on December 23, 2010 in Mongolia, in which the heads of national business councils of China,
Russia, Kazakhstan, Kyrgyzstan, Tajikistan, and Uzbekistan participated. The meeting discussed
for the first time the issue of the possibility of the SCO observer-country participating in projects
implemented within the framework of Business Councils. Particular attention was paid to expanding
cooperation in areas of energy, transport, minerals, and health. Ulaanbaatar meeting was of great
significance for Mongolia since it gave a new impetus to exchange of information between member-
states and observer-countries of the SCO, establishment of business relations between the
businesses of these countries and providing information for the SCO member-states on the prospects
of intensification of Mongolia’s participation in multilateral cooperation. In 2007, President of
Mongolia Enkhbayar Nambar for the first time attended the Bishkek (Kyrgyzstan) Summit of the
heads of states of the SCO. From 2009 to 2017, President of Mongolia Elbegdorj Tsahia actively
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participated in the annual Summits of the SCO heads of state. In 2012, Mongolia proposed to
organize SCO Forum in Ulaanbaatar with the aim of intensifying cooperation between the member
states and observer countries of the SCO. In the spring of 2014 the President of Mongolia Elbegdor;j
Tsahia proposed the “Ulaanbaatar dialogues” initiative for the purpose of establishing new
mechanism of Mongolia’s dialogue with the two neighbouring countries—Russia and China at the
highest level. This initiative was supported by the leaders of the two neighbouring states Xi Jingping
and Vladimir Putin. In September 2014 at the Dushanbe (Tajikistan) Summit of heads of member
states of the SCO, the first meeting of leaders of the Russian Federation, People’s Republic of China
and Mongolia took place. During the meeting, the need for development of cooperation in such
format was stressed and it was agreed to continue to hold such meetings on regular basis. During
this meeting, President Xi Jinping supported the proposal of the Mongolian President Elbegdorj
Tsahia on the possibility of linking the Chinese “One Belt—One Road” megaproject with the
Mongolia’s “Steppe Road ” project initiative. It is noteworthy that the leaders of the three states met
within the framework of the SCO Summit, which confirms the need to further strengthen
Mongolia’s multilateral cooperation with the SCO member-states. During the first meeting, the
leaders of the three countries stressed for the first time the importance of linking interests of each
of the three sides, as manifested in the desire to integrate Chinese “Belt-Road” megaproject, the
Russian policy of development of the Eurasian Economic Union and the Mongolia’s “Steppe Road”
initiative. The goal of the Mongolia’s “Steppe Road” project is active participation of Mongolia in
the transit transportation of goods from Europe to Asia. 322 INTERCONNECTIVITY IN THE
REGION OF EURASIA The second meeting of the leaders of the three countries of Mongolia,
China, and Russia took place in July 2015, again at the annual Summit of heads of state of the SCO
member-states in Ufa (Bashkiria) during which all sides agreed to further promote trilateral format
of cooperation aiming to develop concrete proposals and practical projects. During the third meeting
in June 2016 in Tashkent, Uzbekistan, the leaders of Russia, China, and Mongolia—Vladimir Putin,
Xi Jinping, and Elbegdorj Tsahia signed “The Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor Program”
document. The main objective of the program is to ensure conditions for development and
expansion of tripartite cooperation among China, Mongolia, and Russia through implementation of
joint projects. Implementation of the program shall ensure competitiveness of products on the world
market and make easier trans-boundary transportation for development of infrastructure. While in
the period of socialist construction (1921-1990) the Soviet Union was the dominant political and
economic ally for Mongolia, during the last 20 years China became the main trade and economic
partner of the country. In such conditions, the successful implementation of the Russia-China-

Mongolia Economic Corridor Program which takes into account specific needs of each of the three
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countries will undoubtedly contribute to Mongolia’s balanced development and enhance efficiency
of economic growth. Implementation of this program will facilitate creation of the space for joint
mutually beneficial economic development, thereby contributing to fulfilment of the SCO goals and
shall serve as a good example of successful cooperation of SCO member countries with observer
states. On June 9-10, 2018 in Qingdao, China, the next Summit of the SCO Heads of State took
place in which Battulga Khaltmaa, elected President of Mongolia in 2017 participated for the first
time. During the Summit of the SCO Heads of States, the fourth meeting of the leaders of the three
countries—the Russian Federation, Mongolia, and China was held. During this meeting, President
Battulga Khaltmaa put forward a number of proposals: On the issue of practical implementation of
the Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor Program, hell stressed the need for mutual
coordination of contacts at the level of ministries and departments of the three countries,
implementation of agreements already reached at all levels, promotion of tripartite contacts aiming
on implement more than 30 joint projects outlined in this program. President Battulga Khaltmaa
expressed Mongolia’s interest in becoming an active participant in the transit[ of natural gas, oil,
and other products between Russia and China through Mongolian territory. Furthermore, he raised
a practical proposal to involve Mongolia in the international highway Naushki-Tianjin, which
would pass through the territory of Mongolia and contribute to the development of its transport
infrastructure. With regard to the status of Mongolia’s membership in the SCO, the President
clearly expressed his viewl] that Mongolian society is engaged in active debate over membership
in this international organization. Participation of Mongolia in activities of the SCO, the tripartite
format of the meetings of the leaders of Russia, China, and Mongolia, adoption of the Russia-
Mongolia-China Economic Corridor Program, the launching of practical projects, active exchange
of views on international security, regional and global interaction, establishment of new relations
and development of Mongolia’s cooperation with other members of the SCO states are, in my view,
a clear example of development of Eurasian integration. Conclusions and Some Comments In
conclusion, the author would like to say a few words about possibility of full membership of
Mongolia INTERCONNECTIVITY IN THE REGION OF EURASIA 323 in the SCO. It was often
asked this question during presentations at international conferences. As you know, in 2017, the
SCO accepted as full members 2 observer-states—India and Pakistan. Many experts believe that
Mongolia is a real candidate for full membership in the SCO. It must be said that there are both
external and internal circumstances. Mongolian society has not yet reached a consensus on this issue.
Among the Mongolian politicians, scholars, experts, there are differing approaches to this issue.

Some believe it’s time for Mongolia to become a full member of the SCO. Others expressed a view
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that we need to wait; it’s not yet the time or that we need to wait for the right moment to address
this issue. Issues related to foreign policy and national security are solved in the national
parliament—the State Khural (Assembly) of the country. At the moment, this question was not put
on the agenda of the discussion in the Parliament. So the question of the membership of Mongolia
in the SCO is open. Regarding external circumstances, today the Russian Federation and China
maintain a very stable and friendly relationship of strategic partnership, which is a very favourable
international factor for Mongolia. Doubts exist that the SCO membership will affect Mongolia’s
balanced foreign policy with respect to two neighbouring countries: Russia and China. There are
also concerns that full membership may lead to increased pressure or dominant position of one or
two major SCO players in Mongolia. Unfortunately, Mongolia had a bitter experience in this respect
in its historical past. Some Mongolian experts believe that as long as Mongolia is not able to fully
meet the basic criteria for full membership in the SCO which are set out in the organization’s charter
on membership requirements adopted in 2010 at the Summit of the heads of State in Tashkent
(Uzbekistan). Among the eight main criteria, Mongolia may be subject to criticism in relation to the
clause on establishment of active relations in trade-economic and cultural spheres with the member-
states of SCO. This refers to the issue of Mongolia’s cooperation with the rest of Central Asia, with
the exception of Kazakhstan, with which our country maintains closer cooperation. More than once
the SCO is criticized as allegedly nothing more than a “discussion club”. Scholars and experts from
different countries are putting forward interesting proposals for further improvement and expansion
of SCO activities. The author thinks it is necessary to listen to critical remarks and rational proposals.
Then the mechanism of development of the SCO will be more pragmatic and the goals advanced
will be realized in practice. If the SCO management and coordination mechanisms are improved in
the future, it may well become the world’s largest integration bloc due to its vast potential. Thus,
the SCO could transform into a real alternative to Western hegemony and become the basis of a
new just world order in form of successful mechanism for integration efforts over the vast Eurasian
space.

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European studies in Mongolia: recent state and future perspectives?

Summary: The current state of European studies in Mongolia, their main directions and future
perspectives are addressed in this paper. It is based on the research work conducted from 1999
to the present by the Institute of International Studies (now the Institute of International Affairs)
of the Mongolian Academy of Sciences. With regard to Western European countries, the more
developed areas are the Mongolia-UK relationship, Mongolia-French relationship, Mongolia-
Germany relationship and also, Mongolia-EU cooperation issue. The historiography and
literature on these subjects have been included.The study broadly summarizes the historical
development and changes in bilateral relations, trade and economic tiesand cooperation in areas
of culture,science and education, the legal basis of bilateral relations, and the state of
Mongolian studies in these countries.Concerning the study of the Central and Eastern Europe
countries,these aspects were less studied at the Institute of International Studies than the issue
of relationship of Mongolia with above mentioned Western Europe countries. However, the
author noted about two Bookletof papers which presented on the conferences to dedicate of
celebration of the 55th and 65th anniversary of the establishing diplomatic relations with
former socialist states of Central and Eastern Europe in 2005 and 2015.

In 2012, the Mongolian Association for Central and Eastern European Studies was
founded, which brought the new impulse for future development of European studies in
Mongolia.This Association now published 3 volume of the Journal"Central and Eastern
Europe".At the end of the article, the author summarizing the current situation of Europe
studies the author formulates the perspectives and main goals for future development of studies
of Europe countries in Mongolia.

Introduction

At the end of World War 1l at the summit of leaders of the Soviet Union, United States

and Great Britainin the Crimean town ofYalta (From 4-11,February,1945),at the initiative of

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the USSR the other two great powers agreed to maintain status-quo of the Mongolian People’s
Republic. This was made a condition for declaration of war against Japan after the end of war
in Europe.The USSR played an important role in strengthening the sovereignty of the
Mongolian People's Republic when these conditions were accepted by the United States and
Great Britain. This was the beginning of recognition of Mongolia's independence by world great
powers.The Government (KMT government) of China — Mongolia’s southern neighbor —
agreed after consultations with the Soviet Government in Moscow in August 1945 to recognize
the independence of Mongolia within the current borders if the people of Mongolia would
reaffirm their desire for independence by voting in a plebiscite.As a result of the national
plebiscite on October 20, 1945, 98.4 percent of all citizens of Mongolia or 487,409 2people
voted and all voteswere for the independence of the Mongolian People's Republic.Thus, China
recognized Mongolia's independence.In 1949, with founding of the People’s Republic of China,
diplomatic relations between the two countries were established.Previously, only the Soviet
Unionrecognized Mongolia's independence.This can be proved by text of the Treaty of
Friendship between Mongolia and Russia signed on November 5, 1921 which states that
parties: "... shall recognize the governmentsof each country as the legitimate governmentsand
send their respective plenipotentiary envoys and consuls..®"The Treaty also invalidated
previous treaties imposed on Mongolia by the Tsarist Russia. Later Mongolian-Russian
relations reached the level of a military-political alliance and began to develop in all social
sectors.

Thus, in the second half of the 1940s the process of recognition of the independence of
the People's Republic by other countries began and international interest in Mongolia
increased.From then on, Mongolia begunexpanding its international relations and started active
participation in international affairs.As a result of the victory of the Soviet Union in the World
War 11, there was a major change in international relations and world order, and two coalitions,
capitalist and socialist blocs were formed.In 1950, Mongolian People's Republic established
diplomatic relations with people’s democracies of Eastern Europe (now called Central and
Eastern Europe), and later in 1963 with the UK and other Western European countries and
developed bilateral relations and cooperation.The Mongolian People's Republic, as a member

of the world socialist bloc has developed friendly relations and tradeandeconomic cooperation

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with the Eastern European countries led by the communist, workers’and revolutionary
partieswithin framework of the COMECON (active in 1962-1991).
One.Development of European Studies in Mongolia (1999-present)

The earliest beginnings of Mongolian-European relations can be traced to the first
Mongolian state- the Huns whose emperors later invaded Europe. In fact, there are many
documents showing that in XIII-XVI centuries, during the Mongolian empire period,
Mongolian khans had active correspondence with the kings and emperors of the European
countries.An example of a meeting between Mongolians and European is the story of the battle
of Legnica®in 1241 where the Mongol army of Khan Batu fought united Polish-Hungarian-
German forces. The llkhansArghun (1284-1291) and Ulziit (1305-1314) sent letters® to the king
Philip 1V of France (1285-1314) offering to exchange envoys.English-Mongolian relations
began in the era when the global Mongol Empire encompassing the Middle East met with
England which participated in the Crusades as a new Crusading power.The common interest
against Mamluks united them and in 1287, llkhanArghun, ruler of one of the 4 Mongol states
in Persia sent his envoy to the king Edward 1° of England.However, llkhanArghununexpectedly
died and the Mongolian-English alliance (or Mongolian-Crusader alliance) did not become a
reality.

Before 1990, East European studies had been conducted similarly to Soviet studies as
countryhistoriesby the Institute of History of the Mongolian Academy of Sciences and the
issues of the party-political cooperation were studied by the Party History Institute of the
MPRP (from 1981 Institute of Social Sciences). Studies of the bilateral relations included
analysis of issues within framework of the ongoing socialist development on the basis of
mutual visits of the party and state leaders and bilateral agreements and treaties regarding
cooperation on trade and economic, cultural, educational and scientific issues.

In the early 1990s, Mongolia entered the path of democratic reformsand itsnew
constitution adopted in 1992stated that Mongolia "...shall adhere to the universally recognized
norms and principles of international law and pursue a peaceful foreign policy"’.This has led
to the liberation of our country's foreign policy from the narrow class ideology of the past.The

In 1961, Mongolia became a member of the United Nations and assumed its legitimate
place in the international community raisingthe country’s reputation on international stage and
opening doors to expansion of international relations.From then on, the Mongolian People's
Republic begun pursuing an active foreign policy to establish diplomatic relations with the
Western developed countries in an effort to gain wider recognition on international stage.The
United Kingdom was the first Western European developed country to establish diplomatic
relations with Mongolia in January 1963.Diplomatic relations were established later in 1963
with Finland and Austria, in 1964 with Switzerland, in 1965 with France, in 1967 with Greece,
in 1968 with Norway and Denmark, in 1969 with Turkey, in 1970 with Italy, in 1972 with the
Netherlands, in 1974 with the Federal Republic of Germany.

After World War 11, international relations of the "Cold War" based on ideological
division between the socialist countries of Asia and East Europe led by the Soviet Union on
one hand, and the capitalist world led by the United States and Western developed countries
on the other hand, continued till the end of 1980s.The Mongolian People's Republic established
diplomatic relations in May 1949 with the Republic of Albania, in the spring of 1950 with the
German Democratic Republic, Polish People’s Republic,thePeople’s Republic of Bulgaria, the
Czechoslovak Republic, the Hungarian People's Republicand the Republic of Romania and in
November 1956 with the Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia.Until the collapse of
socialist bloc led by the USSR in 1991, these countries had active political, trade and economic,
cultural and humanitarian cooperation with the Mongolian People's Republic, embarking in
multilateral relationship rangingfrom partnering in the socialist development to sending youth
and students for study and education in Europe.The people of Mongolia are deeply grateful for
more than 100 enterprises and cultural establishments founded and new cities and towns built
with the technical and economic support of the USSR and Eastern European countries of
Czechoslovakia, Poland, GDR, Hungary, Bulgaria and Romania.Since 1990, Mongolia has
been developing relations with these countries in Central and Eastern Europe on the basis of
new principles of international relations with respect for democratic values as these countries
became full EU members.Czechoslovakia dissolved into two separate countries of Czech
Republic and Slovakia and Socialist Federal Republic of Yugoslavia dissolved into 7 separate

countries.Mongolia is continuing to develop friendly relations in new conditions with these

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countries which became EU members on the basis ofhistorical tradition and experience of
cooperation. The countries of Central and Eastern Europe are referred to in the Foreign Policy
Concept of Mongolia (approved by the State Great Khural of Mongolia in 1994 with
amendments were made in 2011) as Mongolia's third neighbors.

The Institute of Oriental Studies, established in 1968 as Asia and the Pacific
Department of the MongolianAcademy of Sciences, expanded to become the Institute of
International Studies in 1999. Comprehensive research combining study of international
relations and country studies was launched by the Institute and European studies have
developed into one of their important areas of research.

The National University of Mongolia was established in 1942 and began enrolling
students in Russia studies programs in 1954, French studies in 1963, German studiesin 1968,
Czech and Polish studies in 1992, Spanishstudies in 2003 and Italy studies in 2004, engaging
both in research and training in these areas making an important contribution to development
of national specialists with higher education in European Studies and advancement of European
studies in the country.

Two.Historiography of European Studies

The Institute of International Studies, Mongolian Academy of Sciences, which was re-
established in 1999, has been developing European studies as a priority. The European Studies
sector was established in 2001 at the Instituteas capable human resources contributed to its
development.Initially Eastern Europe studies predominated, but later Mongolian-Western
European political, economic and humanitarian relations were studied in detail. It can be
observed that research mostly focused on Mongolian-British, Mongolian-German and
Mongolian-French relationsand also the topic of Mongolia-EU relations also continues to
receive considerable attention.

Mongolian-British relations

Representatives of Senior generation of scientists - Dr.N.Dangaasuren, Dr.N.Ishjamts
andDr.Sh.Bira- studied this topic.

Mongolia and European Union

European Union is Mongolia's "third neighbor" and an important partner of our country
and forms an integral part of the Mongolian-European relations.Mongolia established
diplomatic relations with the European Economic Community on August 1, 1989 and opened
Embassy in Brussels in 1992.In 1995, E.Wilkinson, the European Union Ambassador
Extraordinary and Plenipotentiary to Mongolia,presented his credentials. In 2000, Mongolia

became member of the European Bank for Reconstruction and Development and became full
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OSCE member in 2012, in April 2013, Mongolia and the EU signed "Partnership and
Cooperation Agreement”.

With the EU expansionto include countries of Central and Eastern Europe, the number
of member countries with greater understanding of Mongolia has increased and Mongolia has
been able to use the advantages of trade and business opportunities resulting from the EU
expansion.Mongolia emerged as an important gateway for collaboration between the EU and
the Northeast Asian regional cooperation.In area of economic cooperation, Mongolia was
included in the EU's EU Trade general preferences system (GSP) in 1991 and in 2005-2015
under the "GSP plus" system 7,200 Mongolian products were exported to the EU member
countries with lower customs duty.Our country exported 75 types of items at this rate and
received about $300 million in trade preferences up to 2013.However, Mongolia does not have
enough sufficient capacity to produce competitive products meeting international standards and
quality requirements.Viewing that Mongolia needs to introduce common EU principles, norms
and standards in public administration and socioeconomic sectors, the Government issued a
resolution on this subject in 2010 and specific actions are being taken in this area.European
Commission has supported this work and financed it with a grant of €8 million in 2011-2013.1n
this area, a three-year project supported by the EU is being implemented and 39 European
standards were introduced to Mongolia.This was an important step in raising quality of our
export commodities up to world standards.Generally, there are 5900 standards in our country
and over 40 percent of them are in line with international standards.

After expansion to Central and Eastern European countries, the EU has now 28
member-states and has become an influential union capable of playing an important role in
determining world policies. In June 2016, referendum in the UK resulted in a vote to leave the
EU and the Brexit is becoming a great challenge for the EU's future development trends.

Mongolian Association for Central and Eastern Europe Studies
has expanded its foreign ties and joined ICCEES(International Council for Central and Eastern
Europe Studies) in 2013.

Since 2013, researchers of the Mongolian Association for Central and Eastern Europe
Studies regularly participate in the annually organized East Asian Conference on Slavic
Eurasian Studies.

On June 30-July 1, 2018, the Association jointly with the Institute of International
Affairs, Mongolian Academy of Sciences will host and organize the 9" East Asian Conference
on Slavic Eurasian Studies in Mongolia, Ulaanbaatar for the first time.

Three.Further objectives for development of Europe studies

The above introduction shows that European studies in Mongolia are well developed
and research papers, monographs and scientific articles are being published and made available
to the public.

The following objectives can be identified for further development of European studies:

- To improve development of European Studies experts to modern world education
standards in line with Mongolia’s foreign policy framework, needs and objectives

- To bringthe currently neglected Central and Eastern European studies to the new level.
In order to achieve this objective: studyof processes of transformation of post-socialist
countries, the experience of their transition to market economy and political democracy,
conduct comparative studies with the similar path of Mongolia, considering differences and
similarities and common globalization challenges, conduct research in areas of international
relations-country studies as well as research on social-humanitarian, political and economic
issues

- Study the experience and lessons learned by the Central and Eastern European
countries in successful introduction of EU standards as the question of their creative application
in Mongolia is currently becoming an objective of great practical significance.

- In international and regional studies,bring less studied topics to scientific attention
with a policy to introduce them in selection of research topics for postgraduate and PhD study,
introduce modern research methodology and innovative approaches.

- In the framework of bilateral and multilateral joint projects and programs, initiate and
implement a pragmatic study of Mongolia’'s national interests reflecting global and regional

trends in rapidly changing world order and international relations
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-To train, develop and retrain young specialists in European studies, continuously
improve their language knowledge, enroll interested young people in special research programs.
- Promote initiatives of European studies professionals, raise capacity of NGOs

Article title: " Trilateral cooperation of Mongolia, Russia and China in the field of

environmental protection: current state and tasks'*

Abstract: The stable development of neighborly relations and mutual trust in cooperation
between Mongolia with its two border-sharing countries - Russian Federation andChina is one
of the priority aspects of open foreign policy of Mongolia. Since China, Russia and Mongolia
are located in the same Eurasian continent, they developed traditional relationships of
cooperation in different fields. This fact is a vital basis for developing dynamic trilateral
cooperation between Mongolia, China and Russia for establishment ofthe “Economic corridor”
between the three countries. Mongolia established relationship of strategic partnership with the
Russian Federation since 2009 and with PRC since 2011.

The concept of establishment of “The Economic corridor” is founded on the junction
of China’s global “One Belt — One Road” concept, Russian policy on Eurasian Economic
integration and Mongolian “The Steppe Road” initiative. The main goal of the “Steppe Road”
initiative is to actively involve Mongolia in transit transportation of cargo from Asia to Europe.
The joint establishment of “The Economic corridor” was planned to put emphasis on directions
such as infrastructure railways and automobile roads, trans-border power transmission
networks, capital investment, cooperation on currency and finance sectors, development of
agriculture and tourism, environmental protection and humanitarian interaction in education
and medicine.

The academic cooperation between scholars of three neighbor countries began in 2008
through organization of annual joint forums. For example, agenda of the Ulanbaatar forum in
2014 was themed “Green development — priority direction of trilateral cooperation in XXI
century”. The next form of trilateral cooperation was a new format of the trilateral forum of
Experts centers (Think Tanks) between Mongolia, China and Russia which was held every year
since 2015.

SMain ideas of the article were presented in author’s presentation at the 8th East Asian Conference.Conflict
and Harmony in Eurasia in the 21 Century: Dynamics and Aesthetics. Seoul, June 3-4, 2017. Chung-Ang
University
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This paper analyzes policy documents of Mongolia, China and Russia on the green
development concept and environmental protection issues where the specific goals inthese field
were formulated. The main goals concentrate on the concept of Green development which is
wide popularity in the world and represents a complex system of social, economic, political
and cultural interaction and interpenetration. During the last several years, Mongolia, Russia
and China signed protocols regarding fighting natural disasters, exchange of information and
propaganda, professional training and research activity on the Ministry levels. Most ideas and
goals of these documents have been successfully realized. But in current conditions, we need
to build a long-term effective mechanism in trilateral format on managing the issues such as
desertification, forest and steppe fires, protection of water resources,concentration of common
efforts to preserve biological diversity, timely exchange of information during emergency
situationsand development of ecotourism.

One aspect of successful trilateral cooperation would be an activity aimed at
raisingenvironmental awareness among the population, especially among young people living
in border territories.For example, building of eco-parks and small eco-towns for the purpose
of developing eco-tourism, expansion of people’s diplomacy efforts to achieve mutual
understanding between three countries would be a good and effective tool.

Summarizing the recent state of the problem, author also provides some proposals and
comments.

Preface

Sustainable development on a long-term basis of good-neighborly relations and
mutually beneficial cooperation between Mongolia and its two neighboring states - the Russian
Federation and the People’s Republic of China is a priority direction of our country's foreign
policy. Being close neighbours (border between Mongolia and China stretches over 4,700 km,

and border with the Russian Federation is about 4300 km) and given the geographical
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proximity and location on the same Eurasian continent, our close interaction and friendly
relations form the basis for dynamic trilateral cooperation between Mongolia, Russia and China.
Since 2009, Mongolia is developing strategic cooperation relationship with the Russian
Federation and since 2011 with China. While in the period of socialist construction (1921-
1990), the dominant political and economic ally for Mongolia was the Soviet Union, in the last
20 years, China became the main trade and economic partner of the country.

In such situation, creation on a mutually beneficial basis of a trilateral format of cooperation
between Mongolia, China and Russia will undoubtedly contribute to balanced development of
our country, increasing effectiveness of its economic growth.

1. Establishing ""Economic Corridor™ between China, Mongolia and Russia.

In the spring of 2014, the President of Mongolia Elbegdorj Tsakhia raised for the first time
idea of so called "Ulaanbaatar Dialogues” with the aim to establish a permanent mechanism
for mutual dialogue between Mongolia and two neighboring countries, the Russian Federation
and the PRC. It is noteworthy that this initiative was supported by leaders of both neighboring
states. At the first meeting of the leaders of the Russian Federation, the People's Republic of
China and Mongolia which took place in November 2014 in Dushanbe, Tajikistan, the parties
noted the need to develop cooperation in this format and agreed to hold meetings on a regular
basis. During this meeting, President Xi Jin Ping supported proposal of the Mongolian
President Elbegdorj Tsakhia regarding possibility of linking China's “One Belt - One Road”
megaproject with Mongolia’s “Steppe Road” initiative. China’s global initiatives “Silk Road
Economic belt” and "Silk Road of the XXI century" were first announced by China’s President
Xi Jin Ping in the autumn of 2013.

During the first meeting, the leaders of the three countries for the first time stated
importance of linking interests of each of the three parties, which was manifested in desire to
integrate Chinese Belt Road mega project, Russian policy of developing the Eurasian
Economic Union and Mongolia's "Steppe Road" initiative. The goal of Mongolia’s Steppe
Road project is active participation of Mongolia in the transportation of cargo from Europe to
Asia.

The trilateral format of the summit was enriched by addition of the permanent
mechanism of annual meetings of the Deputy Ministers of Foreign Affairs of Mongolia, China
and Russia. The first meeting of the Deputy Ministers of Foreign Affairs of all three states was
held by initiative of the Mongolian side in November 2014 in Ulaanbaatar. The second meeting
was organized in March 2015 in Beijing. During the meeting, Memorandum on the joint

establishment of the "Economic Corridor between China, Mongolia and the Russian
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Federation™ was signed aiming to link mega-projects of the three countries:the “New Silk Road
and Maritime SilkRoad of the XXI century” project of China, Russian concept of Eurasian
Economic integration and Mongolia's "Steppe Road" initiative.

The second highest level meeting of the leaders of the three countries of Mongolia,
China and Russia was held in July 2015, also on the margins of the annual summit of the SCO
member states in Ufa, Bashkiria. During the meeting the parties agreed to advance further the
tasks of the trilateral cooperation format aiming develop concrete proposals and practical
projects. During the third meeting in June 2016 in Tashkent, Uzbekistan, the leaders of the
three countries of Russia, China and Mongolia - Vladimir Putin, Xi Jin Ping and
ElbegdorjTsakhia signed a document - "Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor Program."
The main objective of the Program is to create conditions for development and expansion of
trilateral cooperation between China, Mongolia and the Russian Federation through
implementation of joint projects. Thus, the parties plan to ensure competitiveness of products
and to facilitate cross-border transportation for development of infrastructure.

The significance of this document lies in the fact that it contains the list of about 30
projects in various fields implementation of which will give impetus to development of
trilateral trade and economic cooperation.Implementation of the Economic Corridor in the
future will promote establishment and strengthening of an area for mutually beneficial joint
economic development, realizing full potential and advantages of each country, as well as
strengthening joint competitiveness in the world market.

The Program shapes main directions of trilateral cooperation in areas such as

- transport infrastructure

- customs and quarantine administration
- trade and economic cooperation

- expansion of humanitarian exchanges
- environmental protection

- cross-border cooperation of regions
Priority areas of trilateral cooperation include the tasks regarding strengthening of cooperation

in area of environmental protection and ecology. The main task in this area is defined as
"Studying possibility of establishing an "stage™ for sharing information, cooperation in fields
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of biodiversity, specially protected natural areas, protection of wetlands, protection from forest

fires and combating desertification."°

Practical tasks of this program are formulated as:

e cxpansion of cooperation on prevention and liquidation of the consequences of natural
disasters, organization of effective exchange of information during environmental disasters,
man-made accidents, and also during trans-border forest and steppe fires, extremely dangerous
infectious diseases, hazardous natural phenomena;

eactivedevelopment of technical exchanges and cooperation in the field of environmental
protection and ecology;

® joint seminars on environmental issues, exploring cooperation possibilities in research and
experimental work.

"The China-Mongolia-Russia Economic Corridor Program™ also envisages cooperation
between the three states in the field of tourism as an important part in the expansion of

humanitarian exchanges.

For developing tourism, the Program outlines the following objectives:

- creation of cross-border inter-regional tourist routes, mechanisms to ensure comprehensive
security for participants in this type of tourism

- ensuring diversity of tourism products

-development of joint tourism brands and a unified approach to information work with tourists.

It is worthy to notethat in establishment of Economic Corridor between the three states, issues
of ecology and tourism development received significant attention, meeting requirements of
modern trends such as Sustainable Development Concept and transformation of the "brown"

economy into "green" economy.

The trilateral format of Mongolia-Russia-China regional economic cooperation through
implementation of mutually beneficial practical projects is a clear example of the development

of Eurasian integration in today's multipolar world.

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2.Strategies of sustainable development in three countries: environmental tasks and
challenges

The concept of "green development” is based on the concept of sustainable
development, which gained wide popularity in the world and represents a complex system of
social, economic, political and cultural interaction and interpenetration.
Mongolia

For Mongolia with its pristine and vulnerable natural environment, greater frequency
of natural disasters compared to other countries, spread of desertification and lack of some
natural resources, the development of a clear policy based on the Concept of Sustainable
Development and its implementation is an urgent task. The prospects for development of the
country's economy depend on this factor, especially pastoral husbandry, agriculture, mining
industry and the state of its infrastructure. The main ideas of the Concept of Sustainable
Development were incorporated in the Comprehensive Program of National Development of
Mongolia adopted in 2008 by the Great State Khural (Parliament of the country) for the period
of 2008-2015 in accordance with the goals and objectives of the United Nations Millennium
Development Goals.This program document was enriched in a new format called "The Concept
of Sustainable Development of Mongolia-2030" and adopted by the Parliament of Mongolia
Resolution No.19 of 2016. Among the top 10 tasks, the 8th place is given to the task of
preserving ecological balance and ensuring Mongolia’s achievement of green economy
indicators equal to the level of the top 30 world nations by 2030.The document defines step-
by-step tasks for development of efficient meat and dairy type animal husbandry, adaptation to
climate change, reduction in pasture land degradation and their restoration, introduction of
modern agricultural technology, development of renewable energy sources with the aim of
increasing the share of this type of electricity production in the total power generation of the
country to 30 percent by 2030. Also outlined are the tasks of improving urban planning and
communal infrastructure in the cities and creation of a safe and comfortable urban environment.
Section "Sustainable development of the environment™ defines the tasks of introducing a
unified management in the management of water resources, building national capacity for
adaption to climate change, preventing sudden natural disasters and calamities, and
introduction of eco-innovation technologies in industrial production in order to reduce
hydrocarbon emissions.A step-by-step task is also planned to achieve sustainable eco-balance

in order to protect nature in its pristine state and preserve biological diversity. The task is set

82



to increase the size of territories with special protection from 25 to 30 percent by 2030 in order
to reduce desertification level, which now occupies about 77 percent of the entire territory of
Mongolia and is its main environmental challenge.!*

Since the 2000s, environmental issues became one of the most urgent topics in
Mongolia. The rapid development of the mining sector led to an increase in environmental
problems - drying up of rivers and lakes, soil degradation, desertification, emissions of gases
and industrial dust into the atmosphere. It is also necessary to note global warming effect
covering the entire planet and increase of air pollution levels in the capital city of Ulaanbaatar,
which became a real threat to the health of the city inhabitants.

Since ancient times, Mongols with their nomadic way of life lived in harmony with
nature and developed a rich tradition of ecological culture. The Mongols revered mountains
and rivers, avoided throwing garbage into the water, utilized cattle dung as fuel and used
wasteless technology for processing meat and dairy products. That’s why the country
developed large environmental movement in form of many non-governmental organizations
which stands in firm opposition to repulsive practices of mining companies, especially of
foreign miners, and demands compliance with environmental legislation, conducting
widespread agitation campaign among the population.

Russia

Russia is characterized by high levels of anthropogenic impact on the natural
environment with significant environmental consequences of the past economic activity. There
are acute water quality problems in surface water bodies and soil and land conditions are
deteriorating. One of two residents in the country is forced to use drinking water which does
not meet the established standards in a number of indicators. More than half of the urban
population lives in 136 highly polluted cities.'?In 1996, the Concept of the transition of the
Russian Federation towards sustainable development was approved by the President’s Decree
dated April 1, 1996. After its adoption, a draft of the Strategy for Sustainable Development of
Russia was developed on the basis of broad public consultations. In early 2000s, the project

was discussed at the parliamentary level. Despite numerous actions at different levels, the

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Strategy for Sustainable Development of Russia has not been finally adopted. The Russian
economy is dominated by an unsustainable structure with predominance of export-oriented
industries based on the exploitation of nature, therefore, diversification and departure from
commodity sectors orientation is needed. Low efficiency of the utilization of natural resources
and high energy intensity require modernization of the economy. Inadequate level of people's
ecological consciousness, poor understanding of the concept of "green economy" by political
decision-makers are the subjective challenges in this area.
China

Severe environmental degradation also characterizes situation in China, as a legacy of
unhindered intensive industrialization and due to demographic pressures, migration and
urbanization in many areas, high levels of air, water and soil pollution. Among other problems
- insufficient level of energy use, chemical pollution and waste. International experts note that
China is becoming the largest center of global environmental problems. Chinese economy is a
nature, resource and energy-intensive economy. The country's energy system is based on an
environmentally dirty energy carrier - coal, for this reason, China’s share in global carbon
dioxide emissions reaches at least 25 percent of the world's total.But in contrast to Russia, the
Chinese government demonstrates a strong commitment to the principles of sustainable
development. The Sustainable Development Program was adopted in 2003.Among its main
objectives:economic restructuring, effective control over the demographic situation, improving
the state of the environment, increasing efficiency of resource use, transition to a sustainable
path of development, characterized by ever increasing efficiency, decent living standards and
a healthy environment. Among the 7 priority "new strategic industries"”, the majority are "green"
industries: production of goods and services for environmental protection, biotechnology,
alternative energy, new materials and the production of “clean" cars. The Chinese government
provides unprecedented levels of assistance to transition to the “"green economy" in form of
subsidies, grants, incentive funds, support of venture capital, soft loans, guarantees and
generous tax benefits. At the same time, cooperation of domestic enterprises with colleagues
from technologically advanced countries of the West and Japan is actively encouraged.®

A brief overview of the ecological situation and development of the policy of the three
states in area of environmental protection demonstrates existence of similar tasks and

challenges in this area and shows the need to take urgent measures to prevent wider

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consequences, as well as the importance of close cooperation in environmental sphere for
successful implementation of "China-Mongolia-Russia Economic Corridor™ projects.

3.Prospects for development of trilateral cooperation in the field of environmental
protection

The trilateral academic cooperation between scientists of the three countries began in
2008 in form of annual joint forums. For example, the theme of the Ulaanbaatar forum in 2013
was "Green development - priority direction for trilateral cooperation in the 21st century". The
next step in academic cooperation was a new format for the trilateral forum of Think Tanks of
Mongolia, China and Russia on creation of the Economic Corridor of the three countries, which
is held every year since 2015 in each of the three countries in turn.*

In recent years, a number of documents on joint efforts to fight natural disasters, on
information exchange, propaganda, professional training, science and technology research in
this field, many of which have been successfully implemented, have been signed bilaterally at
the level of the Ministries of Mongolia and the Russian Federation, as well as Mongolia and
the PRC. But implementation of these documents is not always realized well in practice.The
immediate tasks in this area:

- The need to create long-term mechanisms for trilateral cooperation in the management
of environmental challenges such as desertification, forest and steppe fires, protection of water
resources, concentration of joint efforts to preserve biological diversity, timely exchange of
information in emergency situations and development of eco-tourism. But it is crucial to ensure
these mechanisms do not remain on paper, but are effectively used in practice and produce
concrete results.First of all, it is necessary to create stable mechanism for timely exchange of
information and urgent joint measures during extreme natural disasters. Forest and steppe fires
on the border of three states, which are repeated every year due to climate warming, draught
and irresponsible attitude of citizens can serve as an example.

-Work on environmental education of population, especially among the youth living in
the border areas, is an important direction of trilateral cooperation. It would have been a good
practice to set up joint research centers on environmental security, eco-parks and eco-towns to
develop ecotourism, share experience and skills, and expand people's diplomacy to achieve

mutual understanding and cultural enrichment of residents of border areas.

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- Successful exchange of best practices in development of integrated system of
ecological adaptation, new technologies of environmentally friendly products and
environmentally friendly production, use of modern methods of restoring nature and
improvement of coordination of inter-sectoral interaction between three countries will provide
great impetus to cooperation.

-Practical realities demand, on one hand, joining of the political will of the three
countries to support universal concept of sustainable development, on the other hand, clear
implementation of the tasks put forward by the Program.

-Successful trilateral cooperation depends to a large extent on active participation of
government agencies, business, academic circles, support of a broad stratum of the
population, media and representatives of non-governmental public organizations in each of
the three states.

Conclusion
- The trilateral format of cooperation between Mongolia and the two neighboring
countries of Russia and the PRC, currently in the making stage, is a clear example of

Eurasian integration and represents an expression of the political intent by leadership

of the Russian Federation and China to develop mutually beneficial cooperation with

small neighboring states. This once again confirms pragmatism and the new approach

of the Russian Federation and China to their partners in international cooperation.

- "The program for establishing Russia-China-Mongolia Economic Corridor" in itself
forms a major project of Eurasian integration, implementation of which will take many
years of investment and joint effort. It is worthy to note that in addition to the main
tasks in economic and infrastructure spheres, the tasks of environmental protection and
tourism development were included, demonstrating commitment of the three countries

to the Concept of Sustainable Development and green economy priorities.

- Establishment of the Russia-China-Mongolia economic corridor will contribute to the
economic growth in each country and to successful development of regional
cooperation in the Eurasian continent. At the same time, cooperation in humanitarian
exchanges will be expanded, which is important in strengthening friendship and human
relations between the three states, stimulating cross-border socio-economic cooperation

between neighboring states.
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Mongolia's participation in implementation of the "Russia-China-Mongolia Economic
Corridor Program” will have a positive impact on the country's economic growth and

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Immobile populations as anchors of rural ethnic identity:
Contemporary Kazakh narratives of place and migration inMongolia

At
Paris meeting it was clearly declared that international efforts for environmental preservation
are likely to limit the use of fossil fuels in one way or another. This means that the countries in
Northeast Asia could experience a serious problem in their efforts toward economic prosperity
due to high environmental externality costs of energy, unless they convert to more
environmentally-friendly renewable energy based energy supply systems. Growing concerns
for environmental deterioration and climate change have caused the Northeast Asian countries
to focus on increased use of renewable energy and on the possibility to improve energy supply
through energy market integration. Theoretically, it can be considered that an energy system is
sustainable for long term period if more than 2/3 of the energy demand covered by renewable
energy sources [World Energy Paper ID: ART20195008 10.21275/ART20195008 760
International Journal of Science and Research (IJSR) ISSN: 2319-7064 Impact Factor (2018):

Attribution CC BY Resources, World Energy Council, 2016]. Therefore, it is expected that
renewable energy will play dominating part of the future energy supply in the Northeast Asian
countries. Renewable energy sources are, by definition, inexhaustible. However, some
renewable energy sources may fluctuate dramatically over the different time periods. For some
of the renewable energy sources, the fluctuations are quite predictable but for others such as

solar and wind power sources the fluctuations are non-controllable and nonpredictable since it
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is difficult to predict their intensities. The variability of the power generation caused by the use
of renewable energy sources such as solar and wind power systems are going to be bigger
challenges as the contribution of renewables to transmission grid rises to a substantial level. In
the other hand, apart from biomass and hydropower, renewable energy sources are not possible
to be stored naturally. Therefore in order to avoid intermittency of solar and wind power
sources, large capacity energy storages have to be developed as required. One of the most
promising ways to overcome these challenges caused by the use of renewable energy sources
such as solar and wind power systems is an integration of renewable energy power sources into
high capacity transmission grid called “Super grid” [Supergrid, Wikipedia,
https://en.wikipedia.org/wiki/Super_grid]. The “Supergrid” can be defined as a system of high
capacity transmission grid designed to transfer large amounts of electricity over the long
distances. The High Voltage Direct Current (HVDC) transmission is now becoming a key
technology to transfer massive amounts of energy over long distances while integrating an
increasing amount of renewable energy into the regional energy system. Landscape of
Renewable energy development of Mongolia Mongolia is located between the Russian
Federation and China and with only 3.3 million inhabitants in the massive 1.5 million sq.km
land. Mongolia is served by a integrated energy system that consists of five energy subsystems,
the Central Energy System (CES), the Western Energy System (WES), the Altai-Uliastai
Energy System (AUES), and the Eastern Energy System (EES) [Ministry of Energy of
Mongolia, 2017] as it shown in Fig. 2 [2]. Figure 2: Integrated Power Energy System of
Mongolia The current installed power capacity in Mongolia has reached approximately
1104MW of generation capacity, with coal providing majority of electricity generation and
imports from Russia meeting any remaining demand. Approximately 85% of the total
electricity generated domestically results from coal-fired CHPs, ~7% from diesel systems, ~5%
from wind farms, ~2% from hydropower plants and the remaining ~1% is supplied by solar
power plant and some small renewable energy power sources [Ministry of Energy of Mongolia,
2017]. Currently, according to the Ministry of Energy, 79.42% of the total energy consumption
of Mongolia is produced domestically and 20.58% was imported from Russia and to a very
lesser extent from China [Ministry of Energy of Mongolia, 2017]. Mongolia“s power demand
is growing rapidly (around 6— 8% annually) per year as the economy grows. The ADBassisted
energy sector master plan study concludes that peak demand was forecast to rise from
~1104MW in 2017 to ~1.9GW in 2020 study [Mongolian Energy sector development Master
plan-Revision (TA No 7619 MON), Final Report, 2015,Mongolia]. To meet this demand there

are several fossil fuel and renewable energy projects totalling over 0.9GW of capacity in
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planning stage. As regards renewable energy capacity development, the government of
Mongolia has mandated that power from renewables reaches 20% of energy demand by 2020
and 30% by 2030. Current renewable energy capacity stands at only 158MW with the vast
majority from wind and small hydro plants [Namjil Enebish, Christian Breyer and Dimitrii
Bogdanov, Optoins for Mongolia in energy transition to 1005 Renewables, AFORE2018, 2018,
Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia] (Fig.3).

In 2008-2009 there was introduced two small hydropower plants, namely Durgun hydropower
plant (12MW) and Taishir hydropower plant (11MW). Later in 2013 first 50MW wind farm
was installed in Salkhit valley of Tuv aimag by private investment of Newcom, Mongolian
company and in 2016 -2018 two more wind power projects, Tsogttsetsii 50MW wind farm and
Sainshand 55MW has been successfully implemented. One of them, Tsogttsetsii 50MW wind
farm, is in operation since 2016 and another one, Sainshand 55MW wind farm is going to be
commissioned soon, within 2018 (Figure 4). Besides that there are three utility scale solar
power plants, Darkhan 10MW Photovoltaic power plant, Everyday 12MW PV plant and
Zamiin-uud 15MW Photovoltaic power plants were successfully developed during the 2016-
2018 and two more projects, Sumber 10MW Photovoltaic power plant, Khoshogt valley 15MW
Photovoltaic power plant are under construction and these plants are planned to be
commissioned within this year. As it shown in Figure 4, total installed capacity of the
renewable energy power generation will be reaching 243MW by the end of 2019 [Namijil
Enebish, Christian Breyer and Dimitrii Bogdanov, Optoins for Mongolia in energy transition
to 1005 Renewables, AFORE2018, 2018, Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia]. Figure 4: Landscape of
renewable energy development for period of 2018-2019 In 2020-2025 two more hydropower
projects Egiin Hydropower plant (315MW) plant and Erdeneburen hydropower plant (64MW)
are planned to be implemented as it is indicated in the Fig. 4. Besides that there are several
utility scale mega solar and wind power plants are under development. It means renewable
energy capacity can reach over 622MW in coming years if planned capacity will be introduced
by 2025 [Namjil Enebish, Christian Breyer and Dimitrii Bogdanov, Optoins for Mongolia in
energy transition to 1005 Renewables, AFORE2018, 2018, Ulaanbaatar, Mongolia].

renewable energy sources, such as photovoltaic power plants, wind farms integrated into
conventional power systems can address problems related to fossil fuel deficiency,
environmental pollution and reduction of greenhouse gas emissions. However, the integration
of high capacity of solar and wind power system may influence the overall dynamics of the
power system and may cause certain technical effects because the network design initially does
not consider the integration of variable renewable energy sources. These technical issues
related to the rapid output fluctuations of renewable energy power system may influence on
the operation and control, power quality, and power system stability (such as grid instability,
curtailment for power producers). The variability of the power generation caused by the
intermittent nature of the renewable energy sources such as solar and wind power systems are
biggest challenge when contribution of renewables to transmission grid rises to very substantial
level. One of the most efficient ways to overcome this challenge and to achieve the ambitious
goals of increasing the share of renewable energy is to use high capacity transmission grids,
called “Super grids” designed to transfer large amounts of power over the long distances with
lower losses to the load centers with high energy demand. To move toward a cleaner renewable
energy based energy system, we must improve our nation®s electrical grid, as well as construct
the transmission infrastructure needed to connect renewable energy facilities to neighboring
countries and regions with high energy demand. For this reason, Gobitec initiative for
Northeast Asia was initiated in December 2010 for the first time 1 . Gobitec concept is to
produce clean energy from vast renewable energy sources in the Gobi Desert of Mongolia and
deliver the produced energy to high-demand power places via the High-Voltage Direct Current
(HVDC) transmission lines, which will connect Russia, Mongolia, China, South Korea and
Japan.

2011, led to the Fukushima Daiichi disaster and closed down the country“s nuclear industry,

Masayoshi Son, the founder and chief executive of Japanese telecoms giant SoftBank, has
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initiated an idea of Asian Supergrid concept3 . Masayoshi Son believes the super grid would
solve one of Japan“s most pressing strategic problems: how to provide energy security for a
country that has high demand but declining coal reserves, limited space for onshore renewables,
and faltering appetite for nuclear. The supergrid based on High-Voltage Direct Current
(HVDC) technology is most appropriate technology for the establishment of the regional and
global electricity network connecting long distances. There are a number of global and regional
network concepts has been proposed including “Desertec” in the Mediterranean region to use
solar energy use of the Sahara desert4 and a “Seatec” as the North Seas Countries Grid Initiative
to use offshore wind capacity at North sea region [Wilfried Breuer, Siemens, DESERTEC,

supergrid in the Northeast Asia as below in Fig 6. Figure 6: A concept of VLS-PV based Super-
Grid in the Northeast Asia proposed by IEA PVPS Task 8 Group A vision of the Gobitec and
Asian Supergrid (ASG) initiatives are very ambitious and it“s realization may significantly
improve not only energy integration in the region but also can bring a number of economic,
social, environmental and political benefits to the all countries of the Northeast Asian region5 .
It has a full potential to meet the challenges of the energy supply for Northeast Asia and shift
to renewable energy supply at larger scale6 . Recent technological advances of HVDC
technology has made HVDC transmission as a crucial element for an efficient, smart power

system of the future. It is expected that of HVDC system may have an even greater role to play

in increasing of high share of renewable energy to the grid and developing cross-border
electricity trade. Large scale wind farms and Mega and Gigawatt-scale solar power plants in
Gobi desert area could be could be successfully connected together to the regional supergrid
networks. While the potential benefits of such regional energy integration are quite clear and
HVDC transmission technology is already proven commercial technology, which can be
successfully applied for the interconnection of the regional electricity network, however, there
are numerous barriers to overcome in order to achieve it in practice7 . In realization of the
Gobitec and Asian Supergrid initiatives, the governments of the participating countries political
institutions should take a pioneering role. The high level Government commitment for long

The
governments in the region need to demonstrate their strong political commitment to support
such regional energy projects. In order to gain the confidence of the private sector and the
international financing community to provide investment decisions it is necessary to develop a
clear, transparent and stable legal and regulatory framework as well as regional and national
transmission planning need to be developed and agreed between all stakeholders. Potential of
renewable energy of the North East Asia Geographically, the Gobi Desert is located in the
boundaries of Mongolia and China. Gobi desert area of Mongolia and China has tremendous
amounts of renewable resources, especially solar and wind energy. Since 1999 under umbrella
of IEA PVPS Task 8, a number of researches have been carried out comprehensive studies on
Very Large Scale Photovoltaic Power Generation systems in world deserts, including Gobi
desert of Mongolia8 . According to the IEA PVPS Task 8 study 40% Gobi deserts landmass is
most suitable for construction of the VLSPV9 . The theoretical potential of solar energy of the
Gobi desert is enormous - far beyond what the world could ever require. Gobi desert has also
large amount of wind resources especially in southern part of Mongolia, as well as very high

wind potential in coastal area of East China Sea. The average wind energy density of Mongolia
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is 7MW/km2 and solar energy density is 66MW/km2 . For example, the wind energy density
of class | area in the Gobi Desert is higher than 0.4~0.6 kW/m2 based on average wind speed
7.1~8.1 m/s at 30 m height10. This is the equivalent density of 400~600MW/km2 . There are
also huge potential of hydropower resources within the region (eastern Siberia, Russian Far
East, Central and south China, as well as some part of Japan and Korea). Therefore, it can be
concluded that solar and wind resources of the Gobi desert is most promising renewable energy
resources, which are sufficient to power all Northeast Asia several times. Needs of cooperation
for supergrid in the North East Asia The Asia in general and Northeast Asia in particular have
experienced highest rate of economic growth in the past. Northeast Asia is becoming one of
the fast growing world leading economies.

persist in the foreseeable future at a higher rate of energy consumption than in other parts of
the world. Therefore, the energy supply infrastructure in the Northeast Asian sub-region have
to be changed continuously in response to issues such as increasing demand, resource
availability, environmental concerns, changing technology and the need for regulatory reform,
and sector restructuring. On the other hand, Northeast Asian countries, namely Korea, Japan
are highly dependent on external energy supplies, especially oil and gas. Korea imports 96%
of primary energy from abroad, 82% of its oil imports are purchased from the Middle East11 .
Currently Japan®s energy self-sufficiency, excluding nuclear power, is about 4.9%12 .
Therefore, it can be concluded that compared to other Northeast Asia countries, South Korea,
Japan are more vulnerable in terms of energy security as they have almost no natural resources
both countries are highly energy dependent. China and Mongolia can be added to the category
of vulnerability in terms of shortage of energy supply. Therefore, all Northeast Asian countries
are vulnerable not only to the energy security but also quite vulnerable to climate change impact

too. To narrow the gap between rising energy demand and deficit of energy supply, it is
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necessary to deepen energy cooperation between Northeast Asian countries to satisfy their
increasing electricity demands with a safe and clean renewable energy than that provided by
the conventional or nuclear power plants. Besides that, the distribution of and demand for the
fuel resources for electricity generation in Northeast Asia do not coincide geographically. At
the same time each country encounters the different problems of energy shortage and even
energy security. These factors clearly show that there is an urgent need for developing of
transnational electricity exchange in this sub-region. Energy cooperation itself not only
economic cooperation, it is also more political and environmental cooperation. Therefore
energy integration in Northeast Asia is critical factor in order to keep fast economic growth in
the subregion continuouslyl3 . To maximize the benefit from energy integration to the
economies for each country, as it was mentioned above a strong high level multilateral political
cooperation is needed. One of the key cooperation agenda can be development of joint energy
infrastructure in Northeast Asia. Energy integration among Northeast Asian countries can
create a large market and expansion of economic potential for all participating nations and may
contribute in political peace and security. Energy integration with introduction of transnational
supergrid will require: To have a joint energy cooperation strategy in which thee participating
countries can align their targets and harmonize them with national renewable energy strategies.

To have legal certainty for the participating countries,e investors
and other stakeholders. To develop a harmonized set of trade and transit rules toe reduce
investment risks and create a joint platform of electricity exchange. To have an agreement that
benefits from the cross-bordere electricity exchange are concentrated not only for a few
countries but are distributed among all participants. By observing emerging efforts by
Northeast Asian countries to develop a renewable energy, it can be concluded that Northeast
Asia are on the way to shift for a renewable energy future, but actual movements are in different
stages of development. In the recent renewable energy policies of China, it can be find the most
important and flexible industrial policies to support and promote renewable energy

development. China has not only an effective and favorable government policies to support the
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development of renewables and HVDC grid, but also their experience of building large scale
renewable energy projects, constructing high capacity long-distance HVDC power lines, and
utilizing advanced HVDC technology are very important lessons for the Northeast Asian
countries. These can serve as energy integration model for the region in the future. A regional
HVDC supergrid connecting Northeast Asian countries should offer following opportunities:
It could enable mutual economic benefit throughe renewable energy development and
infrastructure construction and cost-effective energy supply in the participating countries in
Northeast Asia. It could strengthen energy supply security throughe diversification of energy
supply through renewable energy development. It could build the basis to increase share of
renewablee energy and help Northeast Asian countries to contribute significantly in greenhouse
gas emission reductions It will help Northeast Asian countries to meet theire increasing
electricity demand with a safe and clean renewable energy power sources than that can be
provided by the conventional or nuclear power. It will build investor™s confidence in
increasinge investment in renewable energy, which can lead to shifting investment to
renewable energy development. After review of the existing experiences of renewablee energy
development and construction HVDC supergrid project in the world, the following
recommendations can be drawn in relation to the implementation of Gobitec and ASG in
Northeast Asia: The technology of HVDC supergrid transmission line, ase well as technology
and construction of the VLSPV plant and large capacity wind farms are now becoming very
cost effective and mature commercial technology. Therefore, it can be concluded that the
implementation of the Gobitec and ASG project is feasible from the technological point of
view. Construction of the regional HVDC supergride transmission line, as well as increasing
share of renewable energy in the region will lead to further decrease a cost of electricity as
because renewable energy potential is Paper ID: ART20195008 10.21275/ART20195008 765
International Journal of Science and Research (IJSR) ISSN: 2319-7064 Impact Factor (2018):

Gobitec and ASGe project is capital intensive, an improved investment climate is necessary.
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As because the Gobitec and ASG project is transnationale international project, a clear,
transparent, stable legal framework for long-term energy cooperation based on mutual benefits
for energy-producing, energy-consuming as well as transit countries have to be developed. As
because of Gobitec and ASG project is regionale transnational project which uses high capacity
transmission lines passing several countries, regional stability and peace in the region have to
be secured. As because the Gobitec and ASG project may deliver ae number of economic,
social and environmental benefits to participating countries, such as transfer of high technology,
job creation, poverty alleviation and a reduction of carbon dioxide (CO2) emissions, strong
political and financial support from all countries is needed to support implementation of this
project. As because the implementation of the Gobitec and ASGe project will apply the latest
achievement of high technology the intellectual property rights have to be insured accordingly.
As because the Gobitec and ASG project can contribute toe regional development of renewable
energy strong support of international organizations and a multilateral development banks,
including ADB, World Bank, ESCAP, IRENA and The Asian Infrastructure Investment Bank

China has already developed several long distance HVDC transmission lines successfully and
currently it is accelerating it"s UHVDC construction and becoming biggest manufacturing base
of all kinds of HVDC supergrid system components. Due to high economic growth in the past,
the Northeast Asia is becoming one of the fastest growing energy markets and it is expected
that this trend will persist in the foreseeable future at a higher rate of energy consumption than
in other parts of the world. To narrow the gap between rising energy demand and deficit of
energy supply, it is necessary to deepen energy cooperation between Northeast Asian countries
to satisfy their increasing electricity demands with a safe and clean renewable energy than that
provided by the conventional or nuclear power plants. The energy integration in Northeast Asia
is critical factor in order to keep fast economic growth in the region continuously. Energy
cooperation itself not only economic cooperation, it is also more political and environmental
cooperation. One of the key cooperation agenda can be development of joint energy
infrastructure in Northeast Asia, such as the Gobitec and ASG initiatives, which can enable to
increase share of renewable energies. Successful implementation Gobitec and ASG into
practices will require a high level government commitment and intergovernmental negotiations
to eliminate physical, trade and regulatory barriers in order to ensure beneficial electricity
market in Northeast Asia. High level intergovernmental agreement would be an important first
step towards to meeting goals of the ASG — to build regional electricity network for Northeast
Asia. Finally, as Northeast Asian countries have different times of peak electricity demand due
to time difference and seasonal variation of meteorological conditions (in Mongolia and China
demand peaks appears during winter times, while in Japan, Korea the demand peak occurs in
the summer) regional HVDC supergrid transmission line may help in power balancing of the
supply and can smooth energy Paper ID: ART20195008 10.21275/ART20195008 766
International Journal of Science and Research (IJSR) ISSN: 2319-7064 Impact Factor (2018):

Historic Overview:

India and Mongolia have interacted through history over a period of 2600 years. Following
the emergence of Mongolia as a modern nation state in the 20th century, the two countries
have continued to build relations based on shared historical and cultural legacy.The root
of the historical relations is based on ancient literatures, languages, medicine, folklore,
religion, especially Buddhism, social and cultural traditions. Buddhism was the first bridge
to connect India and Mongolia in the Hun period of 3rd century. Mongolia was one of the
countries which participated in the First Asian Relations Conference held under Jawaharlal
Nehru's initiative in March 1947.

Political Relations
Establishment of Diplomatic Relations and Bilateral Cooperation Mechanism:

Diplomatic relations between India and Mongolia were established on 24 December 1955.
India was the first country outside the Socialist bloc to establish diplomatic relations with
Mongolia. India supported Mongolia in having UN and NAM memberships. 2015 marks the

60th anniversary of establishment of diplomatic relations between India and Mongolia.

Since the establishment of two country’s diplomatic relations there were many high level
visits to each other. Most recently Prime Minister of India to Mongolia in May 2015, India
announced a US$ 1 billion line of credit (LoC) to strengthen Mongolia’s economic capacity
and infrastructure, and also elevate the bilateral relationship into strategic partnership
level. The visit of Indian Prime Minister opened up new visitors of cooperation by signing
13 agreements between the countries. This will induce more economic opportunities along
with mutual interest of peace and prosperity of both the countries.India and Mongolia have
‘India-Mongolia Joint Committee on Cooperation (IMJCC)’ chaired by MoS (EA) on the
Indian side and Minister of Education & Science from Mongolia. Fifth meeting of IMJCC
was held in New Delhi in April, 2016 under the chair of MoS for External Affairs Gen. V.K.
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Singh and Foreign Minister of Mongolia, Mr. L. Purevsuren. A general agreement was
signed between the EXIM Bank of India and the Ministry of Finance of Mongolia on

utilization of the soft loan announced by PM.

International Cooperation:

Mongolia has been traditionally supporting India in the United Nations and various other
international forums. Mongolia has last supported India for the non-permanent seat of the
UN Security Council (UNSC) for 2011-2012. In recent times, it has supported almost all of
our candidatures to various international agencies. Mongolia voted in favour India’s
proposal to Yoga’s inscription into the list of UNESCQO'’s Intangible Cultural Heritage. India
and Mongolia has declared support to UNSC non-permanent seats to each other
respectively for terms 2021-22 and 2023-24. Mongolia has publicly reiterated its support

for India’s membership to the permanent seat of expanded UNSC.

Bilateral Cooperation in Science and education sector

ITEC: During President Elbegdorj’s visit to India, 120 slots per annum were earmarked to
Mongolia under Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation (ITEC). From 2011- 12, the
number of these slots for civilian training programme were increased to 150 per year. It
has been further increased to 200 from 2015-16 during PM’s visit in May 2015. For the
year 2016-17, out of the 200 ITEC slots allotted to Mongolia, 100slots have so far utilized

and in defence sector 7 out of 14 ITEC slots have been so far utilized.

ICCR scholarships: For the Academic Year 2016-17, Mongolia has been offered 40 slots
(20 slots each under Aid to Mongolia and General Cultural Scholarship Scheme). 13

candidates got acceptances from various universities in India.

Rajiv Gandhi Polytechnic College for Production and Art (RGPCPA): During the visit of Dr.
Shankar Dayal Sharma, Vice President in 1992, it was decided to set up a Vocational
Training Centre in Mongolia. The proposal envisaged training facilities in eight fields. The
institution became functional thereafter. Six facilities for vocational training have been

upgraded in two phases in 2015-16 with a total cost of US$ 2.84 million.
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AtalBihari Vajpayee Centre for Excellence in ICT:Following an Agreement signed in
September 2001 during the visit of Minister for IT PramodMahajan to Mongolia, the
AtalBihari Vajpayee Centre of Excellence (ABVCE) in Information and Communication
Technology (ICT) and 5 Community Information Centres (CICs) in 5 provinces (Khovsgol,
Bulgan, Kharkhorin, Darkhan-Uul and Sukhbaatar) were established. This will how be
upgraded to a full-fledged Centre with credit of US$ 20 million. WAPCOS has been
designated to implement this project. Pre-qualification bids have been completed. EXIM

Bank is in the process of finalizing the Tender Document.

Solar Energy: A solar energy electrification project was executed by the Central Electronics
Ltd. and formally inaugurated in April 2006 in DadalSoum cost of project is approx.

US$ 100,000. Training of Mongolian experts on solar energy has been organized in India.
Conclusion:

Mongolia has considered India as an important strategic partner under its ‘Third Neighbour
Policy’ to maintain geopolitical balance against its neighbors. In last visit of Prime Minister
of India to Mongolia in May 2015, India announced a US$ 1 billion line of credit (LoC) to
strengthen Mongolia’s economic capacity and infrastructure, and also elevate the bilateral
relationship into strategic partnership level. The visit of Indian Prime Minister opened up
new visitors of cooperation by signing 13 agreements between the countries. This will
induce more economic opportunities along with mutual interest of peace and prosperity of
both the countries. Collaboration with India, Mongolia can leverage India’s strong
Information Technology (IT) and Information Communication Technology (ICT) base.
India could build IT parks by creating Special Economic Zones (SEZ) in Mongolia. Sectors
like logistics, education, health, tourism, food processing, minerals, construction etc. have
immense business opportunities. These measures could help Mongolia to diversify its
export opportunities in the global market. Besides the trade cooperation, Mongolia can
leverage India’s IT experience in cyber security. In Mongolia, establishment of the

cyberattack countermeasures systems is in the early stages of development.

At last, with the deeply rooted history of relations that India and Mongolia could develop

their relations byenhanced bilateral cooperation in Science, education, economic, social,
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political, cultural and security areas. Science diplomacy can be a new tool of its

development.

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Dynamics of Mongolian - Turkish Relations: In the Light of
NewForeign Policy Paradigms’
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Institute of International Affairs, Mongolian Academy of Sciences

Abstract

In the year of 2023, Turkey will celebrate the 100th anniversary of Mustafa Kemal Atatiirk’s founding
of the modern republic. Turkish government has set a national objective to have Turkey in 2023 become
one of the 10 largest economies in the world. As we all witness, Turkey, NATO member, has always
held an important position in global affairs. Lately, Turkey has become even more prominent on the
world stage. After more than a decade, under the rule of Justice and Development Party (AKP),
Turkey’s trade patterns, diplomatic relations and cultural exports have transformed Turkey from an
economically disadvantaged secular state into the 1slarge Muslim nation with a middle-class majority.

In the meantime, new term “The Third Neighbor” has been introduced in Mongolian foreign policy
concept and it has become one of the most important foreign policy concepts that require theoretical

and practical studies.

In “Mongolian Foreign Policy Concept” which was approved by the State Great Khural (Parliament)
in 2011 states that «under the framework of the 34 neighbor policy”- Mongolia shall establish friendly,
fruitful, bilateral and multilateral cooperation with highly developed countries of West and East,...14.2
of the updated Mongolian Foreign Policy Concept indicates that Mongolia should develop its
relationship with USA, Japan, EU, India, the Republic of Korea and Turkey».

In this manner, this paper attempts to assess the newly introduced Third neighbor policy implication
on the bilateral relations between the Republic of Turkey and Mongolia, with the emphasis on the
recent cooperation in the field of political, socio-economic and humanitarian relations in last 2 decades.

Introduction

Diplomatic relations between the Republic of Turkey and Mongolia were established on 24 June 1969.
The relations between two countries have been intensified in 1990s and gained new momentum with
the opening of embassies in Ulaanbaatar and in Ankara respectively in 1996 and 1997. More than one
hundred and forty bilateral agreements have been signed between the two governments so far, in order
to strengthen the legal basis of the relations. The 50%anniversary of the establishment of diplomatic

relations between Turkey and Mongolia will be celebrated in the year of 2019.

It is a well-known fact that Turkey and Mongolia are heirs of multi-ethnic, multi-cultural and multi-
religious states like Ottoman Empire and the Great Chingis Empire. Throughout centuries, many
Turkic states have been found on this soil. Turkey — Mongolia ancient relations go a way back to many
centuries ago, and there is a visible and strong bond between Turkish and Mongolian people despite
the geographical distances. The roots of the cooperation between Turkey and Mongolia stem from the

historical people-to-people relations between two nations.

Since 2000s, bilateral cooperation between the 2nations has been intensified both in political, cultural
and education sectors. However, the bilateral relations between these two countries have not been
stand in a vacuum, there is the national political context which also definitive and demanding beyond
the scope of bilateral relations of both countries which shaped the direction of the way the cooperation

of both countries evolves.

Turkey itself is an important geopolitical actor in not only regional politics but also world politics,
and Turkey — Mongolian relations require a multi-dimensional analysis owing to different perspectives.
Not only due to ancient history and special bonds shared by both nations but also due to Turkey's
rising position in the region and foreign policy towards Mongolia. Therefore, this paper is structured
on two pillars, albeit different priority and weight assigned to each of these pillars. In this context,
Turkish foreign policy toward central Asian geography including Mongolia can be considered as a case

study in its own rights as well.

Methodological framework. Analysis on Turkey-Mongolian relations could be defined in several
contexts, be it realistic or constructivist, depending on the time — period and research questions.
Therefore, author decided to adopt a pragmatic approach and build on multi-sectoral analysis on

bilateral relations of the two countries and the interaction of these relations with national and regional
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political context and the subsequent shifting to new foreign policy paradigms of two countries over the

time.

This paper has following four parts. At first, brief and general information on the basis of the bilateral
relations of the two nations is introduced. Secondly, the general description of the main and underlying
changes in the foreign policy concepts of Mongolia since 2011 that is more relevant to the bilateral
cooperation of the two countries will be analyzed. In other words, a brief analysis on recent and present
development of bilateral cooperation between Mongolian and the Republic of Turkey, one of our third

neighbors within the framework of Mongolia's foreign policy concept, will be explained in this section.

On the other hand, in this paper, it has been aimed to analyze main changes of Turkish foreign policy
towards Mongolia since 2000s, based on the examples of social and economic development assistances
and substantial contribution to the country's development through the TICA — Turkish International

Cooperation Agency, since mid-1990s.

At last, this paper attempts to assess the foreseen possibilities and opportunities to elevate the current
level of cooperation to the next level, preferably “strategic partnership level” with specific emphasis on

more efficient and practical collaboration in the field of sciences, economic and trade sectors.

Political ties between the two countries

After the dissolution of the Soviet Union, Ankara has aimed to develop close relationships with
newly established Central Asian republics, and Mongolia was no exception in this process. Not long
after the establishment of embassies in Ulaanbaatar and Ankara, the intensive high — level visits
between Turkey and the newly developed Central Asian republics including Mongolia has been
realized, it should be noted that the set of historical attractions in Central Mongolia encouraged Turkish
leaders and citizens to visit the country. Over the last twenty five years, nearly 20 high-level visits at
presidential level, more than 20 high level visits by the President, Prime Minister, Parliament speaker

and government minister - level.

These frequent and high-level visits have established the legal basis for initiating and strengthening
bilateral relations between the two countries in many other fields. In particular, an active and fruitful
cooperation between parliaments, government agencies, state and professional organizations have
been intensified in last 10 years, number of cooperation protocols have been established between
government agencies, professional organizations such as prosecution, police department, defense
ministry, emergency management authorities and national statistical and standardization

organizations.

The year of 2018 has become a unique time for bilateral relations of the two nations and
witnessesnumber of high level visits between the two countries involving assurances of sustaining

bilateral cooperation has been carried out within the few months.
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It is a known fact that the education sector has been one of the most active sectors of bilateral
cooperation between the two countries since early 1990s. By the end of 2017, in total, more than 1000
students have completed their undergraduate and post graduate level studies in Turkish public and
private universities. In the meantime, more than 1200 high school students studying in fiveschools, in
particular three schools in central Mongpolia, two schools in Western Mongolia, which were established
and co - financed by Turkish Mongolian joint investment back in mid — 1990s. Graduates of these high
schools as well as public and private universities in Turkey, has become one of the most intellectual,
well-trainedin the field of information technology, engineering, medicine, architecture, marketing,
journalism, international relations and many other social and natural sciences. This dynamic human
resources are being highly - acknowledged by general public of Mongolia based on the result of their
significant contributions to Mongolia's development in their respective fields. This success shall be well
regarded as one of the tangible and sustainable result from Turkish investment made in education

sector of Mongolia.

Bilateral Economic Relations. Prosperous economic relations shall serve as the main tools to
sustainably maintain the bilateral cooperation between any countries and actors. However, despite the
strong and strengthened political and humanitarian relations between Mongolia and the Republic of
Turkey over past two - three decades, economic and trade relations between the two has been less
developed than expected. Trade volume between the two countries has only reached at 48.5 million
USD (See table 1) which was the highest in 2013 and since then it shows constant decrease or ups and
downs in pattern of total trade volume. It is often said that Mongolia's geographical distance from
Turkey, lack of direct flights and difficult market and investment conditions are themain
restrictingfactors hindering the development of economic and traderelations between the two nations.
Several attempts and initiatives are being implemented as part of the close relationship between
business organizations, i.e. Mongolian National Chamber of Commerce and Industry, The Foreign
Economic Relations Board of Turkey (DEIK) in order to overcome above mentioned barriers and widen

their economic and business cooperation.

The Turkish International Cooperation and Development Agency’s (TICA) is one of the major
development agencies actively operating in Mongolia for the development of various socio-economic
sectors since 1994. During its first couple of years, agency's main priority areas and focus of the major
investments were in the history and cultural sectors, for instance, the Orkhun Monuments in
Kharkhorin city, 400 kilometers from Ulaanbaatar, have been taken under preservation by TICA

through the construction of a museum.

Over the years, TICA's operation and investment capacity has been extended and starting from mid
—2000s, technical and financial supports and investment of TICA organizations has gained momentum
and started to conductvarious development projects in the fields of education, health, culture and
technical cooperation. Only in last three years, TICA has financed nearly 80 different projects and there

are ongoing projects in local provinces ie. Arkhangai, Bulgan, Govi-Altai, Selenge, Darkhan-Uul and
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Tuv provinces. Cooperating with Ministry of Food, Agriculture and Light industries to implement
projects for increasing the effectiveness of Mongolian husbandry, growing fodder, promoting meat

exports and developing farm industry in local areas.

The total value of Official Development Assistance made by Turkey to Mongolia reached 88 million
USD so farii. This is a clear indication of the country's strategic and policy goals to enhance its bilateral

ties with Mongolia.

However, it is still needed to deepen cooperation in fields of budget, finance, agriculture, light
industry, emergency, construction and urban development, road, transportation, energy, mining, free
zone, foreign citizens' migration and tourism and strengthen trust and cooperation between private

sectors, businesses and investors.

During 2018 high-level visit by the Turkish Prime Minister, two PMs discussed the possibility of
establishing a free trade agreement between Turkey and Mongolia, while striving to boost trade from
its current volume of 31 million USD to 300 million USD in the near future. At the conclusion of his

state visit, the two sides agreed to conduct a joint study into creating a free trade agreement.

As of 2016, there are several large companies with Turkish investment operating in Mongolia. Majority
of these companies have invested and operating in restaurants, agricultural production sector,
construction and transportation sector. As we can see from the numbers (Table 3), total amount of the

investment is increased since 2015 and reached up to nearly 200 million USD.

NEW PARADIGSM IN FOREIGN POLICY CONCEPTS OF THE
TWO COUNTRIES

Located in one of the important intersections of different foreign policy dynamics, this extraordinary
process also shapes Turkey's basic foreign policy issues. In light of the many opportunities created by

globalization, we were in fact hoping for the emergence of a new environment conducive to lasting
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peace. The Afro-Eurasian geography where Turkey is situated at the epicenter is an area where such

opportunities and risks interact in the most intensive way.

On the other hand, Turkey has added a relatively new aspect to its foreign policy in recent years
which indeed complements its global vision via helping developing countries in resolving their
domestic as well as bilateral problems through facilitation and reconciliation. While doing so Turkey
prioritizes opportunities and initiatives improving cooperation and friendships between states based

on a win-win principle.

From early 1990s, Mongolia has pursued open, independent and multi-pillar foreign policy which
has enabled Mongolia to establish relationships with many new partners both in western and eastern

regions of the world.

While Russia and China are the giant neighbors that Mongolia shared borders with, the idea of a
third neighbor refers to countries other than Russia and China that Mongolia has built relationships
with. The term ‘third neighbor” was first mentioned by U.S. Secretary of State James Baker during a
meeting with Mongolian leaders during his visit in August 1990. “[Baker] said that referring to the U.S.
as a third neighbor and that was a rhetorical gesture to support Mongolia’s first move toward
democracy. The concept of third neighbors was re-adopted by Mongolian policymakers and eventually

became formalized in its foreign policy and legislation.

Balancing its relations with Russia and China on one hand with relations other major countries is not
an easy task for Mongolia, but it is a familiar concept. In early 1900s, in particular in 1913, the newly
established Mongolian government has made significant efforts to establish diplomatic relations with
many European countries by sending diplomatic notes to diplomatic missions located in Beijing,
Chinavi. In the mid-1920s, the new Mongolian government sent dozens of students to study in Germany

that reflected the age old sentiment of Mongolia, to look beyond our two neighbors.

Accordingly, new term “The Third Neighbor” has been introduced in Mongolian foreign policy
concept. In “Mongolian Foreign Policy Concept” which was approved by the State Great Khural
(Parliament) in 2011vii states that «under the framework of the 3t neighbor policy”- Mongolia shall
establish friendly and fruitful, bilateral and multilateral cooperation with highly developed countries
of West and East, in the field of politics, economy, culture and humanity»,in particular, Article 14.2 of
the updated Mongolian Foreign Policy Concept says that Mongolia should develop its relationship
with USA, Japan, EU, India, the Republic of Korea and Turkey».

Moreover, this new policy has been supported by the National Security Concept of Mongolia, in
particular provision 3.1.1.5; it clearly stated that “Pursuant to a “Third Neighbor” strategy, bilateral
and multilateral cooperation with developed democracies in political, economic cultural and

humanitarian affairs shall be undertaken” i

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The fact that Mongolia places Turkey alongside with the USA, EU, Japan, South Korea and India as
its “third neighbor countries” in its “Foreign Policy Concept” adopted in 2011 is seen as a tangible

indicator of the importance attached to Turkey by Mongolia.

Current state of the ongoing cooperation projects and its future perspectives. One of the most
demanded cooperation between Mongolia and Turkey, in particularly is the cooperation in the energy

sector, which was intensified in the first quarter of 2015.

Two Turkish companies are already operating in Mongolia’s energy sector. ZTM LLC has completed
a feasibility study for a hydroelectric power plant on TavaltainKhavtsal (Tavaltai Canyon) in
Nogoonnuursoum (Bayan-Ulgii province, western Mongolia). The company will provide the capital to
build an 88.7-megawatt (MW) power plant. ZTM is also interested in taking on a second project for a

Khovd River hydroelectric power plant on a concession agreement basis*.

In 2015, in Altanbulag Free Trade Zone on Mongolia’s border with Russia, a “Made in Turkey”
Center has been opened. In Turkey, there are 19 free trade zones actively operating and one of the most
active ones are at Ege region and that annual sales at those free trade zones reached USD 3.5 billion, as
Turkey improve business environment for investors and other business and the “Made in Turkey”
center is the clear indication of Turkey's interest to collaborate with Mongolian in this direction and

share its experiences.

In order to accelerate the effectiveness of this initiative as well as to reach the goals set for the trade
volume between the two nations, a free trade agreement needs to be signed. "The Turkish and
Mongolian Economy Ministries have already started programs of service sharing and exchange of
personnel, and following this, it has been aimed to finally sign a free trade agreement. However, as a
preparation for commencement of this complex process, both parties shall follow well-developed plans
and procedures and to undertake number of capacity building trainings that are required by both sides.
As a start, the Ministry of Economy of the Republic of Turkey has implemented two-day training
workshop at the Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Mongolia, for those Mongolian officials actively
involved in the development of free trade agreement during April 26-28, 2018. However, this process
shall be well planned in advance and shall be based on comprehensive feasibility studies which shall
be conducted by not only by group of trade experts and economists but also academic scholars majored

in bilateral political relations, diplomacy and international law. In this process, participation of the
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research institutes, local think tank organizations should be involved in order to provide more reliable

and up to date information that is required for the development of Free Trade Agreement.

Future Perspectives. During the recent high level visits paid by the heads of both nations, it has been
emphasized that Mongolia and Turkey, which will celebrate their 50th year of relations in 2019, shall

seek to reach a strategic level in ties and increase cooperation between their parliaments.

"In 2006, during the official visit by the Prime Minister of Mongolia to Turkey, an agreement of
cooperation between the governments with then Prime Minister RecepTayyipErdogan has been signed.
Additionally, the two sides reached an agreement to increase the trade volume in a meeting during
Erdogan's visit to Mongolia in 2013. Unfortunately no major achievements and tangible outputs are
seen or been noted as a results of these cooperation agreements except for slight increase in trade
volume, it is only limited to certain activities mainly focused on bilateral political cooperation, rather

than focusing on promoting economic relations in more practical manner.

Socio-economic and political challenges that has took place in both countries may have negative
impact on the bilateral cooperation that has been established in a strong historical ties, however it will
not be able severely damage the strong ties between the two countries that has been established
centuries ago. Commenting on the failed July 15, 2016 coup attempt in Turkey, the Mongolian

government has always stood with Turkey in its fight against terrorism.

Touching on the economic ties between the countries, loans in two sectors through its Turk Eximbank
will play an important role, in order to further economic relations. A loan of 120 million USD is being
planned to be provided for the construction of a local airport in the tourist complex of the Orkhon
Valley. Again in order to accelerate this whole process and follow-up on the actual implementation of
these cooperation proposals, a constant attention, persistent effort and ownership of both countries will
be needed.

In addition, there have been talks to invest in a Turkish-Mongolian joint company that specializes in
construction and leather and hide processing. The loans will be provided through three different

Mongolian banks.

Mongolia pays attention on developing comprehensive partnership and cooperation with Turkey
and aims at broadening cooperation in all spheres and in recent high level visits both parties have
agreed to deepen cooperation in fields of budget, finance, agriculture, light industry, emergency,
construction and urban development, road, transportation, energy, mining, free zone, foreign citizens'
migration and tourism and strengthen trust and cooperation between private sectors, businesses and

investors.

CONCLUSION
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Turkey's foreign policy agenda has been marked by the principle of “peace at home and peace at
world” since the foundation of the Republic of Turkey; this principle is the fundamental basis of
domestic and foreign policies. For decades, EU-Turkey relations had largely been marked by Turkey’s
membership aspirations and its foreign policy agenda was very much oriented towards the EU’s.
However, in last decades, Turkey has gone from a financial crisis to having one of the fastest growing
economies in the world and recent developments in the political and socio-economic situation in
Turkey, is now reshaping Turkey's role in the regional geopolitics as well its bilateral relations with

Central Asian Republics and Mongolia.

As we all witness, Turkey, NATO member, has always held an important position in global affairs.
Lately though, Turkey has become even more prominent on the world stage. After more than a decade
under the rule of Justice and Development Party (AKP), Turkey’s trade patterns, diplomatic relations,
and cultural exports have transformed Turkey from an economically disadvantaged secular state into
the first large Muslim nation with a middle-class majority.Turkey have been ranked 29t to the Soft
Power top 30 countries, and ranked 30t in 2017%. The country's strength lie in the sub index where it
performs particularly well in development assistance, its willingness to resettle millions of refugees
and permanent mission to multilateral organizations. Turkey has been pursuing a multilateral and
multidimensional foreign policy since 2002. Turkish foreign policy no longer attuned to the vagaries of

the American geopolitical interest, or the dictates of the European Union.

Even though, Turkey have had major setbacks in the policy implementation in central Asian counties
in early 2000, their policy towards the region has regained its momentum starting from 2010.Specially
in last decade, when Justice and Development Party is in power, collaboration and Turkish policy
toward central Asian countries have been accelerated and specially during 2010-2014 number of high
level state visits have been made by the Prime Minister and the President with the main focus on
enhanced collaboration in economic sector, in particular energy sector. Mongolia was no exception in

this timeframe and process.

TIKA has been one of the main foreign policy instruments to enhance Turkish collaboration with and
impact to the central Asian and other Eurasian countries during last two decades. However, due to
unfortunate phenomenon that took place in July 2016, bilateral cooperation between central Asian
republics and the Republic of Turkey has been interrupted and even worsened at some point. Therefore,

in order to elevate ties with Turkey to strategic partnership level, it is crucial to:
1. To enhance ongoing partnership in energy sector since 2015
2. To conduct a joint study into creating a free trade agreement.
3. To promote investment in the tourism, construction, light industry sectors

4. To follow-up initiative by the Mongolian Government to start the process of Free Trade Agreement

with Turkey

5. To emphasize the special bond between 2 countries in bilateral cooperation through:
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eIntensified Economic relations
eRelations in the field of sciences

The excellent political relations and strong historical ties provide a perfect environment for the

development of following sectors.

Moreover, in order to increase bilateral trade and economic relations, infrastructure and logistics
need to be resolved urgently in order to attract Turkish investment and increase trade turnover between
the two countries. Thus, Turkish authorities constantly request from Mongolia to create an opportunity
for air companies to perform direct flights. According to a study conducted by the Turkish side, direct
flights can surge foreign trade turnover of the two countries to USD 60 million through trade and

tourism sectors.

Bilateral cooperation in the field of science and innovation is not sufficiently developed. Therefore,
close relationship between researches institutes, think tank groups should be strengthened either under

the framework of developing Free Trade Agreement process or through technical and financial support
by the TICA.

Mongolia can adopt numerous practices from Turkey; for instance, the Republic of Turkey also
implemented the IMF program in 2002 and successfully repaid USD23.5 trillion in 2010. As a result of
the program, the country was able to triple its GDP, increase export by 50 percent and notable
improvements were displayed in every sector. For instance, “The FDI, which was USD 1 billion at the
time, grew to USD 20 billion today and USD 15 billion is flowing indirectly into the economy. Turkish
practice in construction sector can also be shared with Mongolia. They have rich experiences of
implementing large-scale infrastructure projects especially household apartments in a short time. These

kinds of practical experiences of Turkish companies shall be shared with the Mongolian Counterpart.

In the light of new foreign policy priorities of both countries, following assumption can be made in
order to further develop economic cooperation between Turkey and Mongolia in three main areas. At
first, Mongolia is a home to many potentials and opportunities in the fields of farming, livestock and
agricultures. Secondly, the construction industry represents another potential sector in which bilateral
cooperation could flourish. Turkish companies are well-experienced in large-scale construction projects
both in apartment construction road and railway construction. The third area of cooperation could be
heavy industries such as mining and renewable energy sectors. Mongolia is a country rich in minerals
such as coal, iron ore, copper, and uranium as well as shale gas. Turkish mining companies could

cooperate with their Mongolian counterparts by way of either single or joint ventures.
